Before Your Baby...  
ñYou knit me together in my motherôs womb.ò   
Psalm 139:13  
Learning in the Womb  

Even before you knew you were going to have a baby, the 
life inside your womb had already taken big steps toward 
becoming the person God intends her to be.  Around 20 days 
your babyôs heart muscles started beating.  At three weeks, 
the brain began to form.  Between 50,000 to 100,000 new 
brain cells were generated each second between the fifth and 
20 th weeks.  At birth, your babyôs brain will have 100 billion 
brain cells. 
By the second month of pregnancy, your babyôs facial 

features, limbs, and vital organs are completely formed.  
From eight weeks to nine months, the baby grows in size and 
function.  As your baby grows in utero, her senses are 
receiving information from both outside and inside her body.  

Touch  ðThe nerves in the skin appear. At the 10th week 
after conception, the touch receptors in the skin appear.  
The first to appear are those around the mouth.  By the 
sixth month in the womb, your babyôs brain begins to 
process tactile sensations. 
Taste  ðTaste buds on the tongue appear seven weeks 
after conception.  Most newborns prefer the sweet taste, 
but other tastes that fetuses are exposed to by what the 
mother eats during pregnancy shape the tastes that an 
older newborn will prefer or reject.  

 
 
Vision  ðThe view from inside the womb is dark or at 
best an orange glow.  However, the visual cortex receives 
signals from the fetusô eye at 28 weeks after conception. 
Hearing  --  Your baby begins to respond to sounds 
around five months in utero.  By 28 weeks after 
conception, the auditory cortex begins to perceive loud 
noises.  At birth, a baby recognizes his motherôs voice and 
attunes to the sound of his fatherôs voice. 
Smell  ï Around four to six months after conception, the 
plugs blocking the babyôs nostrils disappear, making it 
possible for baby to smell amniotic fluid.  At birth, a baby 
distinguishes his motherôs smell from all others.

EXPERIMENT: CHANGING COLOR 
 
A flower is the result of good soil, ample water, and care by the gardener to keep the flowerbeds clear of weeds.  
Using colored water we can use the experiment of watching flowers change colors as a way to show how we can 
be like Christ. 

 
Put clean water in a vase or plastic bottle and add 5-6 drops of food coloring (red and blue 
show dramatic results). Do not use the additive to keep flowers fresh as this inhibits their 
ability to soak up the colored water. Make a fresh cut at an angle on the stem of white

Over a couple of days the flowers will wick the 
colored water to the bloom and it will change colors.
